San Jose, California H T G  Newsletter

I am writing a bit about the history of HTG since it so

much parallels my relationship with Rick Rudy.
I was secretary of HTG from early 1983 until April

1987. M y  friendship with Rick began in June 1982 when he
came over to my townhouse in San Jose along with several
others to talk about organizing a South Bay chapter of the
Lesbian and Gay Associated Engineers and Scientists
(LGAES). LGAES was a small San Francisco organiza-
tion of about 20 members. Ben Sbarbaro, a current HTG
member, had sponsored a first South Bay meeting at the
old Billy DeFrank Center on Keyes St. in San Jose. Sub-
sequent meetings were held at my place.

I don't recall who all attended that first meeting, only a
few people, but Rick was certainly one of them. I  really
liked him immediately. His  energy and enthusiasm guided
us all in those early days. We all knew that we wanted to
"do" something, so we decided to meet monthly while plan-
ning the new group.

By February, 1983, we came up with the name "High
Tech Gays." I 'm  not sure who first mentioned the name,
but Rick and I loved the name right away. In  March 1983
we officially became High Tech Gays. We also wrote the
by-laws at that time.

It is rather humorous how we selected the officers at
that first meeting. No  one wanted to be president, and we
all ganged up on Rick and reasoned that with his back-
ground in the theater, he was a natural for the position of
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Rick  Rudy  and HTG
president. I  became Secretary, and Eric Lipanovich be-
came Treasurer.

HTG grew by leaps and bounds during the next several
years. From meetings of only 20, which we thought was a
fantastic number, we grew to 50, 100, 150 at our monthly
meetings. By 1985 we had over 500 names on our mailing
list.

Rick thought that HTG should develop its structure
from the needs of its members. A  social committee was
created. A  political and business action committee was
created. HTG participated annually in the San Jose Gay
Pride Rally and the San Francisco Gay and Lesbian
Freedom Day Parade

In June 1985 Rick was elected the Board of Directors of
the National Gay and Lesbian Task Force (NGLTF) and
suddenly there was a national awareness of HTG. There
was a sudden increase in the number of contacts with the
media. There were interviews in the Wall St. Journal, the
Advocate, San Jose Mercury News, and many other publica-
tions as well as radio and television interviews.

One of Ricks finer points was his ability to persuade
prominent people in the community to come and speak at
our monthly meetings.

I know Rick was very proud of HTG and I am so thank-
ful that we had such a dynamic person to get High Tech
Gays going. Rick was a very special friend who I miss dear-
ly and I'm sure you do too.
